Internet Access

We are pleased to offer students of the King Edward V1 School, Lichfield access to electronic mail and the Internet. To gain access to e-mail and the Internet, all students must obtain parental permission and this form must be signed and returned to the School.

Access to e-mail and the Internet will enable students to explore thousands of libraries, databases, and bulletin boards while exchanging messages with Internet users throughout the world. Parents and guardians should be warned that, although the school uses a filtered Internet Service Provider (Research Machines PLC), we cannot guarantee that some material will not be accessible which may contain items that are illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or potentially offensive to some people. While our intent is to make Internet access available to further educational goals and objectives, students may find ways to access other materials as well. We believe that the benefits to students from access to the Internet, exceed any disadvantages, however, ultimately parents of students are responsible for setting and conveying the standards that their children should follow when using media and information sources. To that end we, at King Edward VI School, Lichfield, support and respect each family’s right to decide whether or not to apply for access.

Staff will provide guidance to students as they make use of telecommunications and electronic information resources to conduct research and other studies related to the curriculum. Pupils in years 7 to 11 will always be supervised by a member of staff while they are using the Internet or E-mail. All students will be informed by staff of their rights and responsibilities as users of the network prior to gaining access to that network, either as an individual user or as a member of a class or group.

As far as possible, students will be directed to information resources that have been reviewed and evaluated prior to use. While students may be able to move beyond those resources to others that have not been evaluated by staff they shall be provided with guidelines and lists of resources particularly suited to the learning objectives. Students may pursue electronic research independent of staff supervision only if they have been granted parental permission and have submitted all required forms.
